
Lina has been working with 
young people for a few years and 
now it is beginning to pay off.  

A group of girls, along with a 
couple that came from Brazil, 
went to minister in Concepción.  
Concepción is a city in southern 
Chile about eight hours from 
Santiago.  This is where the 
earthquake and tsunami 
destruction had hit hard. 

This is their report:  “We saw 
many houses completely 
destroyed. It was like being on 
the set of a war movie. Many 

people were living in tents without water or electrical energy, a lot 
of children were afraid. No one can even bathe. Their hearts were 
so open and warm to the Gospel.  We shared the Message and 
spoke about Jesus with more than 400 people and over 300 of 
them indicated they had accepted Jesus as their Lord and Savior.   

In one area of Concepción, we went to a camp and 160 children 
came out to see us. We were dressed as clowns and we all sang, 
danced, and played together.  We also painted their little faces in 
flowers, little hearts, dogs, etc, and told them stories about Jesus. 
The most exciting part was the children accepting the Lord as we 

prayed with them.  Some from our group also shared the Gospel with their parents. We also brought 
pastors so that people could be directed to local churches.”
